Why do I need a surge protector 

for my computers and what should 

I look for when buying one? 

Ask a loaded question, get a loaded 

answer :-) 

 

We need surge protectors to keep all 

the little circuits inside our 

computers safe from excess voltage 

peaks. When these power peaks 

(surges / spikes) occur, it causes the 

electrical circuit to heat upðkind of 

like the filament in a light bulb. 

Although a big surge can cause the 

circuit to blow on the spot, lesser 

surges can peck away at it, 

eventually causing it to fail. 

 

Sometimes these failures are 

intermittent, causing your computer 

to do strange and unexpected things. 

You know, odd lockups, sudden 

reboots after it warms up, conjuring 

up lost spiritsðthat sort of thing. 

 

Most of the time these oddities are 

not predictable (since they're 

intermittent and all), and show no 

type of pattern. That said, if your 

computer is acting weird, it's not 

automatically a damaged circuitð

don't underestimate 

Microsoft's ability to 

make strange things 

happen in Windows. 

 

Now, a lot of people think that most 

of the problems come from 

thunderstormsðyou know, when 

lightening zaps a power line. 

Although a good hit can certainly 

ruin your computer's day, there are 

other more common sources of 

surges you need to be aware of. 

 

Most of these sources are high 

powered appliancesðrefrigerators, 

air conditioners, furnaces, even hair 

dryers and vacuums. In addition to 

appliances, those big power 

transformers you see hanging off 

electrical poles can cause 

problemsðespecially on hot days 

when the local air conditioning is 

giving them a workout. 

 

Any one of the above can cause a 

disruption in the power flow of your 

house, creating a surge. It may not 

be as dramatic as lightening, but can 

cause damage over time. 

 

What To Look For:  

When you buy a surge protector, try 

to find something better than the $5 

or $10 power strip things. Although 

they are slightly better than nothing, 

they are notoriously unreliable and 

most won't tell you when they are no 

longer protecting your equipment. 

One good surge and your protection 

is goneðbut they continue to 

function as a power strip. Very 

tricky... 

 

Also, when looking for a surge 

protector, look for one that features a 

phone line "pass through". 

Telephone wires can deliver a potent 

surge into your computer. I've 

repaired (and seen) more than a few 

computers that were damaged due to 

telephone line power surges. 

 

In fact, phone line surges are more 

likely to cause damage than power 

line surges. Why? Your computer's 

power supply acts as a built in surge 

protector (not a great one, mind 

you). Even if a surge sneaks through 

your regular surge protector, the 

power supply may prevent it from 

doing any damage. 

 

That said, just because your power 

supply does some remedial surge 

protection, it's no substitute for the 

real thing. Computers get damaged 

on a daily basis due to lack of surge 

protection. But I digress... 

 

Back to surge protectors. 

 

A good quality surge suppressor will 

cost anywhere from $20.00 to 

$100.00 and be "UL" listed. It 

should also feature an indicator light

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that tells you when the surge 

protection circuit is no longer 

functioning. 

 

Now, when you start talking surge 

protection, you sometimes run across 

folks babbling about clamping 

voltages, response nanoseconds, and 

joule levels. Although that is a valid 

way to compare various surge 

protectors (and make the speaker 

look knowledgeable), not every 

protector gives you that infoðand 

who's to say it's even accurate? Let's 

look at the "down and dirty" method 

of finding a good surge protector. 

 

The easiest way to tell if you're 

getting a quality surge protector is to 

look at the "connected equipment" 

warranty. I like the ones that cover 

connected equipment for up to 

$15,000 or more. I figure it they are 

willing to risk 15K +, they're 

probably selling a good piece of 

equipment. If it doesn't have a 

connected equipment warranty, set it 

back on the shelf and keep a-walkin' 

Sure, it's not as geeky as going into a 

computer store reciting clamping 

voltage figures, but for most people 

it will be every bit as effective.

USB Cable vs Data Cable 

Knowing the difference between the 

two: a cell phone data cable and an 

USB cable is important, and can be 

so easily misunderstood. 

 

The two are easily confuse because 

most modern cell phones now have a 

USB port (with an USB symbol on 

them), as well as similar features. A 

lot of people are under the 

impression that if it fits into the 

outlet, it's okay to use, but this is not 

necessarily true and can potentially 

cause major damage to your device 

or computer. 

 

The wrong cable can damage your 

cell phone or device and 

unfortunately, most warranties are 

not going to cover something like 

this. Some companies even state that 

if you hook these devices to your 

computer, it is at your own risk. In 

the end, it 's going to cost you to fix 

both cell phone and computer and 

nobody wants that. 

 

Ok, lets get down to it! As you may 

know, a cell phone data cable can be 

used to connect your cell phone, 

PDA, black berries, smart phones 

and other similar devices to your 

computer. Some people have never 

even heard of a data cable while 

others confuse them with an USB 

cable. 

 

There are different data cables for 

different purposes. The cell phone 

data cable, for example, allows you 

to upload various types of data to 

your device or computer. It transfers 

data back and forth between your 

system and the device; data such as 

contacts, notes, messages, pictures or 

videos etc. 

 

Some data cables allow you to 

charge your cell phone through your 

computer USB port. You also may 

have to install software and update 

you drivers in order for these devices 

and cable to work properly. The 

most popular cell phones that use 

data cables are Motorola, LG,  

Samsung, Nokia and Kyocera. 

 

 

 

 

 

 

A USB cable which stands for 

Universal Serial Bus is used to 

operate, connect and charge up mp3 

players, pc cams, digital cameras and 

other external devices etc. They are 

usually plug and play and there is no 

need to install any additional 

software for these devices to work 

properly.  

 
 

Make sure to check with your user 

guide before making a purchase for 

any cable.

Why are some of my images 

showing up as a red x when I try 

to view them? It's so frustrating! 

 
A:  Good golly, I sure do get a lot of 

questions about this! I'm glad that I 

finally get to set the record straight 

about the mysterious (and annoying) 

red X, once and for all! Here's a list 

of the top reasons for the red X and 

some potentially potent solutions! 

 

Reason 1 ï Your anti-virus or 

firewall might be set to disable web 

bugs. What is a web bug, you ask? 

Nothing important; just a teeny, tiny 

image used for statistic tracking on 

websites. Sometimes this setting 

prevents other images from being 

shown.  

 

How you fix it : Go into your anti-

virus settings and look for a setting 

called ñDisable Web Bugsò and 

uncheck it. Not all anti-virus 

programs have it, mind you, so you 

might have to explore a bit!!

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Reason 2 ï You Internet Explorer 

security settings are set too high.  

 

How you fix it : In Internet Explorer 

go to Tools>Internet Options and 

then click on the Security Tab. From 

there, take a look and see what your 

security level is at. I keep mine at 

Medium-High, which allows for 

most of what I want, and little of 

what I don't. Gauge how you use the 

Internet and where you go to adjust 

this accordingly.  

 

Reason 3 ï Windows XP Service 

Pack 2 introduced a feature called 

ñBlock images and other external 

content in HTML e-mailò This is a 

big one, and since it's automatically 

turned on in programs like Outlook 

Express, it's probably the most 

common.  

 

How you fix it : For Outlook and 

Outlook Express you can fix this by 

clicking the info bar at the top of the 

message body. This is just a per-

message thing, however. If you want 

a more permanent solution, click on 

Tools>Options>Security, and then 

uncheck the ñBlock images and 

other external contentò check box. 

Click OK, and revel in visual 

amazement!

This 

list will cover you through rain, dark 

interiors and sandy beaches! 

 

Bag It 

Travel involves a lot more external 

factors than staying at home and 

venturing out without the basic 

infrastructure. Therefore, it's 

imperative to carry a proper bag that 

will protect your photographic gear. 

That basically translates to a 

backpack that's durable and water-

resistant. One example of a bag like 

that is the Kata Rucksack. The main 

compartment has enough space for 

your camera, three to four lenses, 

speed lights and an external hard 

drive. Also, in the zippered top, you 

could keep lens cloths and cleaner, 

not to mention, a card reader, extra 

cards, a USB hub and any other 

small items you may want. The two 

zipper pockets on the outside could 

hold your cell phone and an iPod. 

Plus, the back has a secret zipper 

compartment that can hold your 

laptop, charger and a book for the 

road. 

 

However, if you want to travel light 

and donôt need a laptop and several 

speed lights, you could opt for the 

Crumpler 7 Million Dollar Home. It 

holds your camera, all your lenses 

and its zipper top can hold all your 

little accessories, such as lens cloths, 

card reader and extra cards. Its front 

pouch can also hold your wallet, 

passport, phone and maps. 

 

If you want to keep a lot of your 

photographic gear in your hotel 

room and only carry what you want, 

it's best to go with a shooter bag. 

Since your camera is on your 

shoulder, a shooter bag is good 

enough to hold essentials, such as an 

extra lens, memory cards, wallet, 

passport and a map. 

 

Protective Gear 

Since you're on the move all the 

time, it's possible you could lose 

small items like your memory cards. 

Therefore, it's important to keep all 

of your 1GB, 2GB and 4GB cards in 

one bunch in a little protective case 

that can be thrown into a larger bag. 

 

Cleaning Cloth 

Cleaning cloths are critical, but 

largely ignored by amateurs. Lens 

cloths are important to keep dust, 

sand and dirt away from your lenses. 

Similarly, a "puffer" will keep your 

mirrors and sensor spotless. 

 

External Hard Drive  

If you want to go to the next level of 

photography and really have enough 

time to take thousands of pictures, 

it's advisable to get an external hard 

drive to securely store your images. 

 

Rain-proof Gear 

You never know when it will rain 

and dampen your photo walks. 

Therefore, it's best to keep a couple 

of spare gallon-sized zip lock plastic 

bags to hold your camera and lenses. 

They work beautifully when you 

intend to keep shooting despite the 

inclement weather.  

 

LED  

Carrying too many flashes might not 

be such a good idea when you're 

traveling. Therefore, one weight-

reducing measure would be to go for 

an LED (light emitting diode) to be 

used in low-light conditions. 

 

Gorilla Pod 

If a tripod is too cumbersome for 

you, try a Gorilla pod. They're easy 

to use when you're on the move and 

they donôt take up very much space. 

 

Backups 

If you're on a photo assignment, this 

is one extra rule you should abide 

by: have extra battery chargers, 

storage cards and two cameras. Also, 

it's important to buy two 4 GB 

memory cards instead of buying one 

8 GB memory card, because the 

cards might crash, get stolen or go 

missing. Also, bring as many 

batteries as you can, especially if 

you're going to be in cold weather, 

because batteries tend to drain faster 

in the cold. Backup your photos as 

often as you can as well.

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Card Reader/Data Cable 

If you hate bringing backups, one 

work around is to simply shoot in 

RAW + JPEG and upload the JPEGs 

to Flickr or burn a DVD at an 

Internet cafe. To do that, you're 

going to need card readers or data 

cables. If youôre on a long enough 

trip, a card reader/data cable will 

help you backup all your pictures 

onto a DVD or upload them straight 

to Flickr or Gmail. So, if anything 

bad happens, you'll at least have a 

backup. 

 

Shower Caps 

If you're staying in a hotel, take the 

free shower cap when you travel. 

They're best used to cover your 

camera if it starts raining. 

 

Knee Pads 

This could be a rarity, but it's 

important nonetheless. If you happen 

to be doing a lot of photography 

from the ground upwards, you'll 

need some trusty knee pads. I 

suggest getting two of them: one for 

your elbows and one for your knees. 

 

Camera to TV Cable 

Of course, a camera to TV cable is 

important. It's useful to see the 

pictures you've taken without a 

laptop. Most hotels have a TV with 

an A/V input. 

 

Battery Charger 

Donôt forget to carry a battery 

charger so that you can charge your 

batteries every night. 

 

iPod 

Not only can you listen to music 

while you're on the move, but you 

can also dump the photos youôve 

taken onto it, making it a spare 

memory card. 

 

Conclusion 

While all of the suggestions above 

are fairly comprehensive, it's best if 

you hand pick from them to go with 

your time, money and convenience.

Copied From Above 

Here's a super quick copy trick for 

MS Excel! 

 

Have you ever needed an exact copy 

of a cell's contents? 

 

And I do mean exact. Even cell 

references won't be changed in your 

formulas. 

 

Well, here's the trick: simply select 

the cell directly below the item to 

be copied and use the Ctrl + ' (Ctrl 

+ apostrophe) key combination. 

 

Yep, that's all there is to it! The cell 

contents are duplicated and can now 

be moved to whatever location you 

choose. 

 

And those cell references in your 

formula? Well, unlike the results 

from the usual copy/paste, this 

method leaves them exactly as they 

were. 

 

Now, that's what I call a true copy!

There are times when I don't use 

my e-mail account for several days 

at a time. Am I going to lose my 

address if I leave it go too long? 

Please explain! 

That's a very interesting question 

and I'm sure you're not the only one 

who has wondered that in the past. 

So, if you have ever been worried 

about losing your e-mail address, 

here's your answer! Basically, you 

won't lose your address if you just 

stop using it for a few days, but if 

you let it go for a long period of time 

with no activity, you may risk losing 

your account altogether. 

 

Also, if you don't use your e-mail for 

a long time, instead of losing your 

address, you could run into some 

problems with being able to receive 

new e-mails. I'm not sure which one 

is worse! Listed below are some 

basic explanations of why you could 

lose your e-mail address. 

 

1.) Your e-mail expires or is disabled 

because of inactivity. If you go 

through a free Web based e-mail 

provider, such as Yahoo! or Hotmail, 

your account will be disabled after 

so many days of not using it. Some 

of the free providers will not only 

disable your account, but they will 

delete it as well. For example, if you 

do not log in to your e-mail account 

(for Hotmail and Yahoo!) at least 

once every 30 days, everything will 

be deactivated and you won't be able 

to get back in. The only way you 

could get e-mail again would be to 

create a new username and 

password, along with a new e-mail 

address. You simply have to sign up 

all over again. 

 

Just for another example, if you use 

Gmail from Google for your e-mail, 

your account will not be disabled 

until it has been inactive for nine 

months. That's obviously a lot better 

than 30 days, but it's still a headache 

to have to sign up again. (On the 

other hand, if you don't use your e-

mail account for nine months, 

chances are, you don't want e-mail 

anyway!) 

 

Also, keep in mind that if your 

account is disabled, you will lose all 

the e-mail you had saved 

beforehand, as well as, any new e-

mails that may have come through. 

Even if you sign up for another 

account, you won't be able to get 

those e-mails back. All e-mail 

addresses in your address book will 

be lost as well or kept by the e-mail 

service. 

 

2.) If you get your e-mail through

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your ISP (Internet Service Provider), 

which is a pretty popular way of 

doing things, it's unlikely that your 

account will be disabled. On the 

other hand, you do stand the chance 

of reaching a full quota and quota 

issues can be just as bad. 

 

If you leave your e-mail unchecked 

for several days, you may reach your 

account's quota (the available 

storage space) before you know it. 

Reaching your maximum quota 

won't shut your account off, but it 

will keep you from receiving any 

new e-mails. Most e-mail providers 

assign a certain amount of space to 

every e-mail account and they 

moderate how much you use, have 

left, etc. So, if you don't maintain 

your e-mail account and bring all of 

your new e-mails in every so often, 

you will run out of available disk 

space and you won't be able to get 

any new ones.  

 

If that happens to you, the only way 

you can get it corrected is by talking 

to your ISP and waiting for them to 

resolve the issue. Whew, what a pain 

that would be! If possible, always try 

to keep up to date with your e-mail, 

because it will save you a lot of time 

in the end. If you don't really have 

any need for an e-mail account, 

cancel yours now. It's just easier that 

way. I hope this information has 

been helpful to you!

What exactly is Windows 

Explorer? I've heard the term 

mentioned several times in your 

tips, but I've never gotten a good 

grasp as to what it is. Please 

explain! 

You know what? This question came 

at the most perfect possible time. It 

was brought to my attention 

yesterday by our tech support guy, 

Gary, that we don't really have any 

good tips in our archives for the 

Windows Explorer application. 

After he told me that, I went and 

checked them out and he was 

absolutely right. It seems like all the 

tips we have already written just sort 

of skate around the actual concept of 

what Windows Explorer is. What a 

shame! 

 

So, I thought it would be in 

everyone's best interest to clear up 

all the details. If you've been 

wondering for awhile (like the 

person who asked this question) 

what Windows Explorer really is and 

why it's on your computer, you 

better listen up, because I'm going to 

fill you in today. Let's get started, 

shall we?! 

 

To begin with a basic definition, 

Windows Explorer is a type of file 

manager. It's an application that 

comes with every Windows 

operating system that provides you 

with detailed information about your 

computer's files, folders and drives. 

It covers everything from your 

Documents and Settings to your My 

Documents files to your C: drive and 

so on and so forth. No matter what 

type of files you have on your 

computer or where you keep them, 

Windows Explorer can manage 

them. 

 

There are several things you can do 

with Windows Explorer. For 

example, you're able to see how your 

files, etc. are organized in your 

computer system. It even helps you 

to do those little tasks of finding, 

saving, copying, moving, deleting 

and even renaming your data. You 

know, all of those processes you go 

through probably every day with 

your files. Windows Explorer is 

known for being one of the best tools 

available for file managing and it's 

all free. Wow, who knew?! 

 

Now, there are actually several 

different ways that will get you to 

the Windows Explorer application. 

The easiest way is to right click 

either the Start button or the My 

Computer icon on your desktop and 

choose Explore. On the other hand, 

if you like to use keyboard shortcuts, 

you can get there by hitting the 

Windows key and the letter E (Win 

+ E) at the same time. Those two are 

probably the quickest access points, 

but other ways include going 

through your programs. In Windows 

XP, just go to Start, All Programs, 

Accessories, Windows Explorer. 

Either way you go, the Windows 

Explorer window will open right up 

for you on your computer screen. 

 

Okay, there's one more thing I want 

to tell you and then I'll be able to rest 

easy knowing you all now have a 

full knowledge of Windows 

Explorer. When you go to open 

Windows Explorer, it will bring up a 

file directory for you. But what if 

that's not the one you want to work 

in? For example, Windows Explorer 

may bring up your Documents and 

Settings when you want to start out 

in your C: drive. Well, when that 

happens, you can easily change 

where Windows Explorer opens. 

Here's an example of how you can 

do that. 

 

Right click on your desktop and go 

to New, Shortcut. In the command 

box, you'll have to type in a new 

directory. So, if you want Windows 

Explorer to open to your C: drive, 

enter this command line in: 

explorer /n,/e,/root,,/select,C:\. 

Make sure you keep all the spaces in 

as well. Click Next and then Finish. 

A new icon will come up on your 

desktop and when you double click 

that, Windows Explorer will open to 

your C: drive. If you want to open 

Windows Explorer from any of the 

ways we talked about above, you can 

do that as well, but either way, your 

C: drive will be the one that pops up.

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way you want it, you'll be able to use 

Windows Explorer for all your file 

managing needs. It's so easy to use 

and it doesn't get any more 

convenient than being right there on 

your computer every time you boot 

it up. I hope you now have a better 

understanding as to what Windows 

Explorer really is and now, you can 

finally get some good use out of it! 

 

Control Windows Explorer Focus  

Ever wish you could control the 

folder or drive that Windows 

Explorer opens to? Well, you can 

and here's how:  

 

Right-click the Desktop and select 

New , Shortcut.  

 

In the command line box, put in one 

of the commands below:  

 

To have this shortcut open Explorer 

with focus on the My Documents 

folder, use this in the command line 

(probably a good idea to copy and 

paste the line):  

 

explorer /e,/n,/root, c:\My 

Documents  

 

NOTE: XP users will need to insert 

your user name for a My Documents 

shortcut. Your command line needs 

to look like this:  

 

explorer.exe /e,/n,/root, 

C:\Documents and Settings\ 

YOUR USER NAME \My 

Documents  

 

2. If you would like to just have 

focus on the C: drive, use the line 

below:  

 

explorer /e,/n,/root, c:\  

 

3. If you would like the shortcut to 

open to a "My Computer" view, use 

this line: (Note - if you right-click 

My Computer and select Explore 

from the resulting menu, you'll get 

the same effect. This is quicker 

though)  

 

explorer /n,/e,/root,,/select,C:\  

 

NOTE: As you can see, you can put 

in any path you like where you see 

the "C:\ " at the end of the line. You 

could set up Explorer shortcuts for 

any frequently used folders and or 

drives.  

 

Once you've decided on the 

command line, click Next and name 

the shortcut (something like 

"Explore My Stuff" or Explore My 

Docs") and click the Finish button. 

Cool huh?

Keep It Blank 

Here's another tip that stems from 

my file of reader questions! Do you 

ever have MS Excel data filling 

every other row? You know, a row 

of data, a blank row and then another 

row of data. 

 

Have you ever tried using the fill 

handle to drag the data down a 

column? If so, what happened? 

 

Yep, that's right. To your complete 

horror, it filled every row! 

 

So, now what? Do you add data by 

hand from now on or do you go back 

and manually insert the blank cells 

between the data? 

 

Well, may I suggest neither one? 

 

Instead, I'd like to propose that you 

simply alter the way you start your 

fill. With just one small adjustment 

at the beginning, all of your trouble 

with the blank lines will never even 

exist! 

 

Here's the deal. Usually, to start the 

fill, you select the cell containing the 

data and then you click on the fill 

handle (the small black square in the 

bottom right corner of the cell 

selection outline) and drag. 

 

Well, the cool thing about Excel and 

all of its fill handle pattern 

recognition abilities is it can also 

recognize more than just the data 

pattern. 

 

To keep the blank row between your 

data, highlight both the data cell 

and the cell below it that needs to 

remain blank. 

 

 
Now, when you click-hold-and-

drag the fill handle, you'll not only 

get the data fill, but Excel will also 

fill it in following the every other 

row pattern 

you started 

with. 

 

Give it a try. 

You'll find 

that with just 

a little 

planning, the 

headache of 

extra data will 

never bother you again!

Some of the programs I use quite 

frequently on my computer seem 

to crash an awful lot. Why do they 

keep doing that and is there

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anything I can do to prevent it? 

If you have started to see a "crash" 

increase in either your Windows 

operating system or any other 

programs you use, luckily, there are 

a few things you can do. Let's take a 

look! 

 

First, if the same problem is repeated 

regularly, you should take down 

some notes about your actions that 

led up to the crash. Try to remember 

your sequence of actions and write 

down everything you did up until the 

time the program stopped working. 

Make sure you take note of the 

contents of any error messages or 

other dialogue boxes that may have 

come up on your screen as well. 

 

After you have everything written 

down, you're going to want to go to 

the program manufacturer's Web 

site. There you can look for a patch 

or an update you might be missing 

that can solve the crashing problem. 

A lot of times, that's an easy answer. 

If the patch or update already exists, 

you can just take care of the problem 

right then and there. If it doesn't 

have a fix, you can try to find 

something by doing a search for the 

product's name, including some of 

the symptoms you're experiencing 

while using the program. 

 

Another thing you can do is check 

your Windows event log. Windows 

often logs details about system and 

application crashes. To access the 

event log, right click on your My 

Computer icon and choose 

Manage. Once you're there, look in 

the left pane and find Event Viewer. 

Go ahead and click on the little plus 

sign (+) to expand it. That will bring 

up three different sections: 

Application, Security and System. 

Choose Application . Once you do 

that, you will see a list of different 

actions in the right pane. There are 

quite a few of them, so I will give 

you some time to look over them. 

 

Okay, now, if you see any that have 

a red X next to them, it means your 

system found a serious problem with 

that particular application. When you 

double click on the red X, an Event 

Properties box will appear. That 

will give you some information 

about what happened to cause the 

application to error out, etc. 

 

Even though you have that 

information, it may still be hard to 

decipher what's really going on. If 

that's the case, Microsoft has a 

database called Event ID that you 

can use to get more information. Go 

here to see Event ID. You will have 

to enter all the information you 

know about the application and the 

problem in order to get a result. 

Once you have it all filled in, click 

Go and you will be taken to an 

explanation. 

 

Another place you can go (which 

seems to be more preferable) is 

EventID.net. That allows you to take 

the Event ID and source of the 

application error (found in the Event 

Properties box we talked about 

earlier) to see a description of the 

problem. The site also includes other 

users' experiences with the same 

error, along with some possible 

solutions to fix the error problem. 

You do have to subscribe to the Web 

site, but it's only $9 for three months 

worth of help or $24 for one year. 

 

Either of the sites may help you 

better understand why your 

programs keep crashing on you. 

They could definitely save you some 

peace of mind as well, so give them 

a try today!

Is there any way I can find out if 

my e-mail address is being used on 

public Web sites? I've been getting 

more spam than normal lately and 

I wonder if that could be why. 

Please help! 

Oh, I'm so glad you asked! I actually 

get this question all the time and I do 

apologize for neglecting it up until 

now. I know you all deal with spam 

e-mail on a daily basis (some more 

than others) and even though it's 

sometimes hard to figure out why, 

there are a few things you can check 

on. One of the biggest causes, as 

stated in today's question, is giving 

out your e-mail address on public 

Web sites and not even knowing it. 

And that's exactly what we're going 

to go over today. So, without further 

ado, let's get started! 

 

People ask me all the time if there's a 

Web site they can use that scans 

their system and tells them every 

single place their e-mail address is 

used. That's a great idea, but 

unfortunately, the answer is no. To 

my knowledge, there aren't any Web 

sites designed to do that, but you can 

get a little assistance from your 

favorite search engine. Just choose 

whichever search engine you'd like 

to use (Google, Yahoo!, etc.) and 

search for your e-mail address. From 

your results, you will be able to see 

which sites have access to your 

address. 

 

For example, I used Google and 

typed in erin@worldstart.com. I 

received quite a few results, but they 

were mostly for other publications 

that sometimes use the computer tips 

I write (with permission, of course!) 

And while it's perfectly fine for other 

people to use my tips, it could be 

where some of my spam comes 

from. It's hard to tell, but at least I 

now have a general idea of what 

might be happening. 

 

If your e-mail address showed up on 

several different Web sites, you 

might want to take a few seconds to 

think about all of the sites you visit. 

Do you do a lot of online shopping? 

Are you a member of any social 
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networking sites? Do you sign up for 

newsletters, etc. regularly? If so, you 

were probably required to fill out 

some type of a form, am I right? I 

mean, every time you order 

something online, you're asked for 

your e-mail address. Every time you 

sign up for a free newsletter, you're 

asked to give your e-mail address. 

Every time you create a profile on a 

social networking site, again, you're 

asked for your e-mail address. It's a 

very common thing to do these days, 

but each time, you're running the 

risk of having your e-mail address 

published on a public site. 

 

Now, I'm not saying every Web site 

does that, but it does happen. And 

it's one of the main reasons why you 

might be getting so much spam e-

mail. For your own safety, you 

should never intentionally post your 

e-mail address on the Web. I know 

it's required by a lot of Web sites and 

that's fine, but you should stop and 

make sure you trust the site before 

you type it in. Luckily, a lot of Web 

sites are designed to keep your 

personal information private and 

obviously, those are the sites you 

should be using (WorldStart is one 

of those sites!) 

 

In conclusion, if you weren't happy 

with the results you received when 

you searched for your e-mail 

address, you may want to reconsider 

the sites you use. Look through your 

results and end your connection with 

any that might be sending you spam. 

Also, keep a close eye on the spam 

you do get. You might be able to 

figure out where it's coming from 

and stop it in its tracks that way as 

well. It's a good idea to search for 

your e-mail address from time to 

time, just to make sure you're not 

being added to any spam lists. It's 

just one more way you can keep 

yourself safe while using the Web!

Every once in awhile, some 

unusual sounds come out of my 

computer speakers. The exact 

noise is kind of hard to explain, 

but it's definitely a distortion. Do 

you have any idea what could be 

causing it? If so, please help. 

Thank you! 

I'm glad you asked! I'm sure you've 

all gone through this at one time or 

another. You know, you're sitting at 

your computer just working away 

and all of the sudden, some strange 

noise comes out of your speakers. 

Perhaps it's a crackling sound or a 

constant buzz or maybe it sounds 

like fingernails running across a 

chalkboard. Yikes! Either way, it's 

some type of sound distortion and 

you need to take care of it right 

away. And that's exactly what I'm 

going to help you do today. Let's get 

started! 

 

First up, let's talk about that constant 

buzzing sound I mentioned earlier. If 

you're hearing a buzz, it's likely that 

your computer speakers are not 

plugged in all the way. External 

speakers hook into the back of your 

computer, so just check to make sure 

the connectors are all plugged in 

tightly. That should do the trick! 

 

Now, if your speakers are making 

some sort of crackling noise, 

especially when you adjust the 

volume, you may need to clean the 

contact on your volume knob. Most 

computer stores carry contact 

cleaner just for that purpose. Once 

you have some, unplug your 

speakers from your computer and 

then spray the knob with the cleaner. 

You can then just wipe around the 

knob with a soft cloth. That should 

clean out any grime that may be 

sitting there and it should resolve the 

crackling noise. 

 

Sound distortions can also be caused 

by a Y-splitter, if you use one. If 

you're using a Y-splitter to split the 

audio between your speakers and 

another device, you may want to do 

away with that and just make one 

connection to your speakers. For 

example, if you're using a Y-splitter 

between your computer speakers and 

a microphone headset, disconnect 

the headset, but leave your speakers 

as they are. That should help! 

 

Now, if your speakers are internal, 

you can do some additional 

troubleshooting along with what 

we've already discussed. To do so, 

go to Start, Control Panel and click 

on the Sounds, Speech and Audio 

Devices link. From there, click on 

Sounds and Audio Devices and 

then hit the Hardware tab. From 

there, find your speaker set in the list 

and click on the Troubleshoot 

button. Choose the option of "The 

sound is distorted or scratchy" and 

click Next. That should get you 

going in the right direction! 

 

One last note: If you think your 

sound problems are coming from 

your computer itself, you can rule 

that out by plugging your speakers 

into something else, such as a CD 

player. If you get the same kinds of 

sounds, you'll know there's a real 

problem with your speaker 

connection or the speakers 

themselves. On the other hand, if the 

speakers work properly, the problem 

probably lies within your computer 

and you'll want to do some more 

troubleshooting for that. 

 

I hope these suggestions help you 

get perfect sound once again!
